SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 

These Sailing Instructions (SI’s) must be read in conjunction with the NOR. 

1 SIGNALS MADE ASHORE 
1.1 When flag AP is displayed ashore, ‘1 minute’ is replaced with ‘not less than 2 minutes’ in the race signal 

AP. This changes RRS Race Signals AP 

2 SCHEDULE OF RACES 
2.1 The Schedule will be as described in the NOR.  7 races are planned. 

FG is scheduled for 13:00hrs.  No starts after 16:30. 

3 CLASS FLAGS 
3.1 Class flags will be:  Squib – Naval Numeral 9 Flag    

4 RACING AREA AND MARKS 
4.1 Addendum 1 of the NOR shows the location of the racing area and the approximate location and names 

of the standard marks.  Additional marks may be laid and if so will be described by the Race officer via 
VHF before the courses are described. 

5 THE COURSES 
5.1 The Courses for each race will be set by the Race Officer, The courses will be announced by VHF radio 

prior to the warning signal. 

5.2 Courses will not be shortened. This changes rule 32. 

5.3 At the discretion of the Race Officer, an announcement when describing the course may be made over 
the VHF which prohibits boats from passing through the Start Line after starting, or from passing 
through the Finish Line except when finishing, for the duration of a race. 

6 THE START 
6.1 The starting line will be a line between an orange flag on the Race Control boat, and an Outer Distance 

Mark (ODM).  The ODM  will be a red buoy with a flag pole. 

6.2 An Inner Limit Mark, to be described on the day when courses are described,  may be positioned 
between the Outer Limit Mark and the Committee boat near to the Committee boat, and if so boats 
shall start between the Outer limit mark and the Inner Limit mark at the final crossing of the Start Line. 

6.3 The location of the starting mark will be announced by vhf radio. 

6.4 A boat that does not start within 4 minutes after her starting signal will be scored Did Not Start without 
a hearing. This changes RRS A4 and A5. 
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7 THE FINISH 
7.1 The Finish Line is between a staff with a blue flag on the Race Committee boat and a Red flagged limit 

mark.  

7.2 The Race Committee Boat may also display a a class flag(s) to indicate which class(es) are finishing. 

7.3 Boats that have finished shall not re-cross the finishing line in any direction except for some 
unavoidable cause until the last boat in the race has finished.  The Race Committee may lodge a 
protest. This changes RRS 60.  

8 TIME LIMITS  
8.1 The Race Time Limit will be 30 minutes  

8.2 Any Boat failing to finish within 10 minutes after the first boat sails the course and finishes will be 
scored Did Not Finish without a hearing. This changes RRS 35, A4 and A5. 

9 SCORING 
9.1 The number of races that are required to be completed to constitute a series is defined in the NOR. 

9.2 Discards will be deducted from the Boats total score as follows:- 

Number of Races Discards 

5 or more 1 

10 PRIZES 
10.1 1st Place - The Squib Derby Perpetual Trophy will be awarded plus a prize to keep.  

10.2 2nd place – prize to keep.
