NOTICE OF RACE 
 

1. Dates: Six days of racing on Sundays from 15th September to 20th October inclusive  
   (Sept.  15, 22, 29 & Oct. 6, 13 & 20) 

2. Registration: from 12:30 each race day 

3. Who can enter: Any club member who: 
a. has legitimate use of a seaworthy boat  
b. who completes the Race Entry form, and  
c. Pays the Race Fee. 

There is a visitor entry fee for non-members which includes membership for this League only.  

(If hire of a Club boat is needed by members or non-members, this must be agreed separately 
and there will be an additional fee for this.) 

4. Race Fees:  Fees for the series are as follows  
Members: 
 €20/ single-handed,   €30 double-handed. 

Visitors: 
  €30/ single-handed,   €45 double-handed (where 1 of crew is a non-member) 

5. Race Times: 1st race warning signal 14:00 

6. Number of races: plan is to hold 3 races per day.   Three races must be completed to constitute 
the series. 

7. Race area: all races will be held in Glandore Harbour.  

8. Rules and Handicap system:   
a. Rules are current Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) plus any ISA additional provisions.  RRS Rule 

44.1 is modified so that the Two Turn Penalty is replaced by One Turn Penalty. 
b. Normal boat class rules (if additional) will apply. 
c. Handicap system is Portsmouth Yardstick (PY) as specified for each boat class and rig, 

including on the PY Limited Data list where appropriate. 
d. Start sequence will be (minutes before)  5, 4, 1, start 

9. Scoring system:   
a. Standard RRS Appendix A Low Point system will be used, and rule A5.3 will apply. 
b. Over the series of up to 18 races up to 6 worst scores may be discarded as follows:   

7 races – 1 discard 9 races – 2 discards 11 races – 3 discards 

13 races – 4 discards 15 races – 5 discards 17 races – 6 discards 

10. Sailing Instructions (SI):    
a. The Sailing Instructions which include Race Start line and Finish Line and Course detail will 

be communicated at the Briefing held 1 hour before First Gun (13:00)  

11.  Prizes: There will be takeaway prizes for 1st and 2nd placed boats for the series. 
 Other prizes will be awarded at the discretion of the race committee
